The conclusion made in the coalition agreement saying that biotechnology “is an important industry of the future for the research and science in Germany“ is correct. The industry of the future, biotechnology, includes the application of methods of the so-called red, white and green biotechnology, they go on. This is made clear also by the funding of research and development projects in the scope of the “Biotechnology – Use and Design Chances“ program. We can only hope that the general conditions for innovative businesses doing much R&D will be improved and investors supported in order to relax the equity situation of young businesses (there are discussions about the tax treatment of losses carried forward).

BIO 2009 in Atlanta

On the BIO International Convention, the worldwide biggest meeting of the biotech industry, the approximately 2,200 exhibitors in Atlanta, Georgia, USA presented themselves optimistically, in spite of a drop in visitor numbers of approximately 30 %. As it was in the previous years, the German stand at the fair, where also biosaxony was presented prominently, was among the biggest, together with Canada, Great Britain, France, Spain and Scandinavia. The motto of the event held May 18 – 21, 2009 was: “Heal, Fuel, Feed the World“. The most important topics on the BIO were the development of new forms of financing for biotechnology businesses and the role of Big Pharma. The swine flu was not a topic. Numerous presentations and receptions enabled global networking and refreshing existing contacts.

German Biotechnology Report 2009

In 2008, the German biotech industry was able to register a slight growth in sales by six percent, from 1,007 million euros to 1,068 million euros. The workforce increased slightly by two percent, from 10,264 to 10,520 percent. Advancements with the product development and market admissions could be registered. However, the global financial crisis caused a slump with regard to equity financing of private businesses and those quoted on the stock market by nearly 50 %. Investments in research and development dropped, whereas the meaning of strategic transactions increased.

In the adult brain, new nervous cells are responsible for flexible learning

The DFG Research Center for Regenerative Therapies Dresden (CRTD) and scientists from Berlin found in a study that granule cells of the hippocampus born in the adult brain enable the flexible learning in a changing environment. These cells measuring a few micrometers only help the brain perceiving infinitesimal differences selectively and memorize them in addition to the experience already made.

“Our study confirms that adult neurogenesis, i.e. the forming of new nervous cells in the adult brain, influences important aspects of learning. The new granule cells are needed to integrate new information from the environment efficiently with experience made before. This notably applies where the difference between already existing memories and new contents is very small only,“ explained Dr. Alexander Garthe.

Is the forming of tumors able to explain the game theory?

Prof. Deutsch, Dr. Basanta and Dr. Hatzikirou of the Center for Information Services and High Performance Computing of the Technical University of Dresden and the Bonn neurosurgeon Dr. Simon report in the "Cell Proliferation" journal. They link mathematical aspects of the game theory with biology: How do cancer cells win the competition against healthy tissue? The new knowledge could be applied in new therapies for combating cancer. Cellular interactions thus can be simulated as a kind of survival game, similar to the famous “Game of Life“ by the mathematician John Horton Conway (1970). The spatial conjunctions in the united cell structure, however, have to be considered even more intensively, so the researchers.

Leipzig: What helps kangaroos to survive and makes humans ill

Scientists around Ms. Iris Böselt and Mr. Torsten Schöneberg of the Institute of Biochemistry of the Department of Medicine of the University of Leipzig found out how giant kangaroos in the Australian Outback are able to adjust to the extreme drought. Prof. Schöneberg: "Kangaroos in the Australian Outback can survive by the functional change of one single protein". Vasopressin, a receptor for a hormone that influences the kidney function and regulates the excretion of water is responsible. The more vasopressin, the less, i.e. more concentrated the urine. This functional change in the vasopressin receptor is also known in humans. Here, however, it would cause a very rare form of the nephrotic syndrome. 

The example shows that an identical functional change in a protein can either cause illness or an advantage for survival, depending on the environmental conditions.

To beat cancer by radioactive micro particles

Prognoses have still been bad for humans with cancer of the liver. Also, metastases from other kinds of cancer may spread into the liver. A new approach for cancer therapy, developed at the Research Center Dresden-Rossendorf (FZD), is based on radioactive microparticles the radiation of which is expected to destroy the cancer cells locally and preserve the healthy tissue. 

The Radeberg business ROTOP Pharmaka AG, together with the FZD, is working on microparticles from the albumin protein that shall be used as the carrier molecule for radioactive substances. First tests with it have been encouraging, but further, intensive research will be required until the cancer medicament will be ready.

Clean water by biosensors

A fraction only of the medicament taken would be processed in the body. The major part would go to the wastewater treatment plant, where only a part of it can be removed. The rest would harm the drinking water.
This is the reason why a research cluster, consisting of the Research Center Dresden-Rossendorf (FZD), the Centre for Environmental Research (UFZ) in Leipzig, the Institute of Biosciences of the University of Rostock and ProAqua GmbH from Mainz, is developing biosensors. They shall find the trace remains in the water and signalize them. The concept has been funded by 1.2 million euros over three years in the scope of the "BIONA – Bionic Innovations for Sustainable Products“ initiative, by the Federal Government of Education and Research (BMBF).
